Purpose of Job:
To supervise and assist young children with their lunches within a small team. 
Main Duties:
Prior to Lunch: 
Wash up any cups, plates, and equipment from morning snack time
Prepare the trolley for the lunches in the main room with appropriate amounts of plates, bowls, cutlery and cups etc.
Organise packed lunches from the fridge, ensuring new guidelines are met

Collect dinner trolley when required
During Lunch:  
Serve hot meals to those who require them with appropriately sized portions. 
Ensure those that are sleeping during lunch, have their meal saved

Ensure children that require a bib have one available




Help and encourage children to eat their lunches

Provide water to each child




Supervise the children during the lunch-time period including awareness of allergies



Clear away plates and trays

Assist in cleaning the room ready for the next session

When all staff return:
Return dirty tins to the main trolley



Wash up plates, bowls, cutlery, cups and equipment



Used bibs prepared for washing
